Shopping

Chichester’s wide pedestrianised streets
make shopping here a true pleasure. The
main paved streets and historic paths are
home to many shops — from high-street
favourites to independent homeware, gift,
book, toy and clothing stores.

Chichester has a fantastic selection of family friendly
eateries with excellent children’s menus. On South
Street alone you can choose from household favourites
including Pizza Express, Wagamama, Piccolino and
Zizzi. Bill’s can be found on North Street with ASK,
The Ivy and Brasserie Blanc located in the Eastern
Quarter of the city.

Chichester also has a number of independent cafes
and restaurants if you’re looking for a unique and truly
local experience. Jam Café on South Street is a great
family-friendly space with crafting activities and musical
challenges to get involved with whilst you sip your
drink. The Buttery at the Crypt and Foxwood Cakes
and Confectionery are also on South Street and serve
mouth-watering bakes and cream teas. Crispins Café
on East Street has a great kids menu with plenty of
space inside and out for families to enjoy. Not forgetting
family owned Fenwicks Café which is located within
Priory Park. For vegetarians, Luckes and Café Paradiso
are locally owned cafés with pretty gardens and family
friendly menus. Both can be found on North Street.

South Street has a myriad of family friendly eateries ._, ]
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Park at Northgate Car Park and pop into Café
Paradiso for a delicious breakfast muffin or pastry
before setting off for a lovely stroll around the
historic walls which start at North Walls. Your 1.5
mile circuit will end at Priory Park where the kids
can have a fantastic time playing in the adventure
playground and you can all enjoy a family lunch at
Fenwicks Café, located in the grounds of the park.

After lunch it is time to hit the shops and then if you
are all beginning to flag, why not treat yourself and
the kids to a milkshake at Shake-A-Delic! (Cathedral
Courtyard). Walk off your indulgences with a stroll
around Chichester Cathedral (guided tours

and spire visits are available to book) and the
stunning Bishops Palace Gardens.

On exiting the Gardens, head down Canon Lane onto
South Street and choose one of the many eateries for
an enjoyable family meal before either heading home
to rest up for the day or perhaps consider catching a
family movie at Chichester Cinema.

Park at the Cattle Market Car Park and enjoy a slap-up
cooked breakfast at Charlie Harpers Café Brasserie.
Stroll through town to Tower Street, to learn more about
Chichester’'s Roman history with a visit to The Novium
Museum (closed on Sundays). Entry is free and inside
you will discover several interactive exhibitions set
across three stories. After immersing yourself in the past,

why not pop into Bill’s on North Street for a family lunch.

After lunch have fun exploring more of the shops including the fabulous hub
of independent stalls at Draper’s Yard and Almshouse Arcade in The Hornet
as well as looking out for Chichester’s Street Art. Then head south towards
the Canal Basin to discover what’s happening down on the water including
plenty of wildlife and the opportunity to take part in a boat trip or watersports.
You can later refuel with a delicious Turner’s Pie to take home or pop into
Giggling Squid, Brasserie Blanc or ASK which are all a short walk back to the
car park.
